
badge would be issued. 
The “On-Line” tool will 
also be used to renew 
badges as well. 
 
If any airport operator 
exceeds 5% of lost, stolen, 
etc. badges everyone at 
that facility will have to 
be rebadged.  If the Air-
port exceeds 5% of lost, 
stolen, etc. badges, then 
the entire airport will have 
to be rebadged.  It is very 
important that everyone 
keep track of their badges 
as this is also reported to 
TSA and Homeland Secu-
rity. 
 
Tim and Ron both indi-
cated that they would like 
to have a quarterly meet-
ing with all Managers, 
Flight Directors and Chief 
Pilots to discuss problems, 
concerns and ways to 
make the airport better 
and safer.

Tim Anderson was the 
first to speak and he 
thanked everyone on the 
airport for all of their co-
operation with badges, 
safety etc.  He stated that 
we are still under 
“Orange” alert and need 
to be aware of our gates 
and visitors.  There are 
new badges going into 
effect with an “E” in the 
upper right corner.  The 
“E” stands for “Escort 
Privileges” and only those 
people with the “E” will 
be allowed to escort peo-
ple on the ramps.  The 
target date for completion 
is the end of May.  Tim 
also stated that to be on 
the lookout for random 
I.D. and vehicle inspec-
tions as well as access 
control inspections by 
Department of Homeland 
Security.  If there is any-
thing out of the ordinary 
to do with operations, 
visitors, etc. please let 
Airport Police and TSA 
know immediately. 
 
Tim also stated that TSA 
and Homeland Security 
were working on a 
“Universal Transportation 
Workers Badge”.   This 
would help streamline the 
Corporate Pilots access to 
their planes after disem-
barking.  This Badge 
hopefully will be in place 
sometime in 2008. 
 

Ron Brunner, Chief of 
San Antonio airport Po-
lice spoke next.  He 
thanked everyone on the 
airport for all of their sup-
port and continued help in 
keeping the entire airport 
safe. He then gave a bit of 
background on himself 
and the San Antonio Air-
port Police Department.  
Chief  Brunner was a 
Captain with the San An-
tonio Police Department 
and worked in the narcot-
ics and violent crimes 
unit.  It was in 1972 that 
the Airport Police Depart-
ment was formed.  Now it 
has 61 officers, 23 secu-
rity officers, and 8 people 
handling administrative 
work.  The department 
handles 150 exit portals. 
They audit 5500 badges 
per year and manager over 
1800 keys to the airport. 
 
Ron’s office is installing 
and working on an “On-
Line” badge application 
and this should be up and 
running within 6-8 
months.  This should 
streamline the badge ap-
plication and issuance of 
badges for the entire air-
port.   They are also im-
plementing an “On-Line” 
training software program 
so that after your applica-
tion is submitted and ap-
proved you will then go 
on-line and take the train-
ing tutorial and then your

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Officials with U.S. Customs 
and Border Protection have 
announced that they will 
formally consider San Anto-
nio International Airport’s 
request for permanent port 
of entry status.  The an-
nouncement came from 
C.B.P. Commissioner Ralph 
Basham in the form of a 
letter to San Antonio Avia-
tion Director Mark Webb.  
“This is terrific news,” 
Webb said.  “Every journey 
begins with a single step and 
we’re now moving toward 
having our airport desig-
nated as a permanent port of 
entry for private aircraft.”  
While San Antonio Interna-
tional Airport has long been 
a Port of Entry for commer-
cial aircraft, this designation 
will allow private aircraft to 
fly directly into San Antonio 
for Customs clearance, 

rather than landing first at 
another designated airport 
along the border for that 
purpose.  Webb says the 
designation is important 
because of the financial im-
plications at stake for the 
local economy.  In the past 
under a temporary designa-
tion, San Antonio has had as 
many as 1,522 private air-
craft landings from Mexico 
but without any designation 
in place that number typi-
cally drops by about half.  
“The economic relationship 
between San Antonio and 
Mexico is incredi-
bly important,” 
Webb added.  
“Measures like the 
port of entry status 
allow that rela-
tionship to grow 
and become even 
stronger.”  For 

that reason, Webb and other 
Aviation officials will be 
working closely with C.B.P. 
administrators as the airport 
moves forward through the 
consideration process.  In 
the meantime, Airport offi-
cials are also asking local 
federal representatives to 
introduce legislation con-
tinuing San Antonio’s tem-
porary port of entry status 
while the process unfolds, 
since it’s unclear how long 
the request for a permanent 
designation will take.
